Spill Management

Plan
Spill Management | A large spill is considered to be anything over 5 litres or concentrated
Procedures- chemicals of any volume.

Assess Safety:
Keep public well clear of incident, and only authorised personnel with
appropriate equipment are to deal with the spill.

Consult the Safety Data Sheet (SDS):
The SDS will have instructions on how to deal with specific chemical spills.

Protective clothing:
Personnel attending to a spill must wear all required PPE - (Located in the Spill
Kit).

Stop the Source:
Where it is safe to do so, stop the spill at its source. This may involve righting
an overturned container or sealing holes or cracks in containers.

Contain & Control the flow:

The spill should be prevented from filtering into the ground or entering the
storm water system. The outer edge of the spill should be bunded with rags,
blankets, sand, sand bags, mops and/or absorbent booms.

Clean up the Spill:

Promptly cover the spill using absorbent materials such as the correct
absorbent granules for the product (note that some strong acids will react with
some types of granules and sawdust), sand and rags being mindful not to
splash the spill. Using a dustpan or spade, the absorbent granules or sand must
then be scooped up and placed into a sealable container. This waste material is
not to be buried or thrown into the environment. The method of disposing this
waste will depend on the amount and the type of chemical that was spilt. The
NT EPA will advise on the appropriate disposal of hazardous substances and
soils.

Record the Incident:

The incident must be recorded and investigated as per the Neil Mansell
Transport incident investigation and incident management requirements.

People - spill. Where any spill requires significant decontamination work, Neil Mansell
Transport has a service agreement with ISS First Response to facilitate that
work.

Equipment - The spill kit which is located in each truck will be used to contain and manage
any spill.

Reporting: Record the Incident:

Report Content-

Record what, how, where and what time the spill occurred and the names of any witnesses. Make
notes of all controls and actions taken to control and ultimately recover the spill.

After the incident is controlled, make note of any changes that can be made to ensure a similar
incident does not happen again.

Type of Report- | Upon the event of a spill drivers / operators involved should contact Neil Mansell Transport. All
types of spills large or small must also be reported to NT EPA (number listed above)
Report Neil Mansell Transport P/L will receive the spill report. This report will then be forwarded to the
Recipient- appropriate authorities.
Timeline for The spill management report should be completed as soon as possible and handed in at Neil
Reporting- Mansell Transport to be submitted to the appropriate authorities.

Routing: The controlled waste is transported from the registered waste
producer directly to the registered receiver via the most direct
accessible route where there is no elevated risk of a spill.
