Summary: The following divisions within DITT have provided a response to the referral:

e Mineral Titles have advised that there are no issues from their perspective with this referral

e Petroleum Titles have advised that the area set aside for dredging is covered by a Petroleum Reserved Block (RB51, under s9 of the
Petroleum Act 1984). The reserved block prevents the application for or grant of an exploration permit or licence under the Petroleum Act
1984. In addition, a reserved block under sé of Geothermal Energy Act 2009 (GRO1) partially overlaps the area. The reserved block
prevents the application or grant of an exploration permit or licence under the Geothermal Energy Act 2009. Overall, the dredging proposal
has no impact from an Energy Titles perspective.

e Fisheries have provided the following comment: “Ensuring robust management of the dredge plume is the main concern from Fisheries’
perspective. Presumably EPA are comfortable with the location of monitoring sites and trigger levels set”.
