INPEX Operations Australia Pty Ltd proposes to undertake maintenance
dredging activities, as required, within the existing dredged footprint in
Darwin Harbour over a five-year period. To date no maintenance
dredging activities have been required to be undertaken; however, it is
anticipated that at some stage during the next five-years such activities
would be required.

The proposal allows for a maximum of 1.5 million m® of material to be
dredged during the life of the approval, with no single campaign to
exceed 0.75 million m3,

The total volume of 1.5 million m? is considered the maximum possible
scenario and includes a planned maintenance dredging campaign and up
to four contingency campaigns. These campaigns may be undertaken at
any time within the five-year period.
